(Military Service or Civil Service or Material Aide) listed on an application. Many &immes) may have
been in a Unit for a couple of years, then for whatever reason is no longer in that sedhiea he may
have rendered material dé or performed some civil service. You may only use one of them. She noted
that she personally would use the service that he performed longest. Nevertheless, just pick one type
of service would make him eligible for use as an ancestor for UDC puignudesly use one.
