From the Division Recorder of Military Service Awards:  

The Spring District Meetings were wonderful - it is always such a pleasure to be able to visit with old 
friends and make new friends across our great state!   I would like to extend my heartfelt gratitude to all 
of the chapters that hosted the meetings - the hospitality & creativity of these ladies was just 
wonderful! 
  
For this newsletter, I would just like to go over a few things I mentioned during my report at these 
meetings: 
¶ If the intended Military Service Award recipient is directly related to a UDC member (parents, 

children, grandparents, sibling), the only proof that is required is a copy of their DD214 
(discharge papers) and a copy of the approved membership application for the UDC member.   
  
If the recipient is NOT related to a UDC member, then the proof required is the DD214 
(discharge paper) and some sort of pǊƻƻŦ ƻŦ ǘƘŜƛǊ ŀƴŎŜǎǘƻǊΩǎ ƘƻƴƻǊŀōƭŜ ǎŜǊǾƛŎŜ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ 
Confederate Military ς pension papers or muster roll records seem to be the most common 
form of proof used. 
  
Chapters are NOT required to provide proof linking one generation to the next ς only the proof 
of honorable service for the recipient & the Confederate Ancestor are required.  
  
We do NOT need a copy of the birth certificate for the recipient.   

¶ Include 1 check per application ς this check can either come from the chapter or an individual 
but all checks must be made payable to Treasurer General UDC. 

¶ The preferred timeline for submitting an application for approval is 6 -8 weeks.  Please refrain 
from submitting applications more than 2 months prior to the planned bestowal date.  The 
current Recorder General processes & approves the applications based on the listed bestowal 
date so turning your application in early will NOT ensure you will receive the medal way ahead 
of time.  The 6 -8 week timeframe is the best rule to use ς I have never had a medal come to me 
too late for me to ensure it gets to the chapter by their planned ceremony date. 

Finally, it has come to my attention that some chapters were not aware that I can provide all of the 
required paperwork to them for a Military Service Awards for FREE.  I have a supply the official UDC 
acid-free paper & all of the application forms on my computer.  If your chapter is interested in applying 
for a Military Service Award, please do not purchase the applications from the Business Office, I have 
them available for FREE - just email or call me and I will mail them to you. 
  
As always, it is my honour to serve the Tennessee Division.  Call or email if you have questions!
